Lycée Albert Camus is an 
institution that enrolls  students 
from petite section de maternelle 
to the terminale (pre-K to grade 
12).  It belongs to the AEFE 
network (Agency for French
Education Abroad).

The school is accredited from la 
petite section de maternelle to the 
troisième (Pre-K to grade 9) and 
the request for the accreditation of 
the lycee (grade 10 to 12) is in
progress.  

We prepare our students for the 
diplome national du brevet (DNB in 
grade 9) and the baccalaureat
(in grade 12).

LAC’s teaching methods are in 
accordance with the instructions 
and programs of the French 
Ministry of Education, whilst 
respecting the directions of the 
Egyptian Ministry of Education.

The school offers Arabic as of the 
petite section de maternelle 
(pre-K), English as of CP (grade 1) 
and Spanish as of 5eme (grade 7).
